CIRCULAR NO. 7
We, on behalf of the RWA of A-1 block were invited to a special meeting arranged by Sh. Neeraj Thakur (DCP West Zone II). He had called the President’s of Market Associations, Cyber Café Association, STD ISD Booths Association, RWA Association and Second Hand Car Dealers and others. The meeting was organized to apprise the people about terrorist activities, soft targets and ways or modus operandi adopted by them. The following instructions/guidelines were given which are being circulated for all residents irrespective of the fact that any one is a RWA member or not.

1. All Market Associations were requested not to encroach front space and put tables where any one can quietly/unnoticed keep a bag or packet where as inside a shop one can keep a proper watch.

2. All Cyber cafe owners were requested to keep a watch on the new persons, their frequency of visits and who try to cover what they mail. (Since now they will use less cell phones because in Cinema blasts and Diwali blasts diction was done through monitoring of cell phones.)

3. Second hand car dealers were instructed to verify the identity and address of the person whom they are selling the cars, specially incase of Ambassador and Gypsy (white & military colour). As these vehicles are used by Govt. Deptt. Mostly. Cars are very safe mode for bomb blasts. The terrorists are to simply leave the car at any place trigger the blast using a remote device or timer.

4. People on the whole are requested to cooperate with cinema hall staff who check them and their handbags. One has to tolerate the inconvenience for general good.

5. RWA’s were requested to have a door to door survey with the help of police and check activities of all tenants. (We had pointed out a special problem of students staying in our block.) The ACP has instructed the officials to check their genuinity.

All residents are requested to check before letting out their premises to any unknown person, especially who offers more rent and advance. The DCP was of the opinion that since more crowded, known markets and posh colonies are being properly watched by police, now the terrorists can target middle class colonies and markets. He informed Tilak Nagar Market Association that police will install CCTV in the market for proper security and vigilance.

Apart from the above, the following are brought in the notice of all residents:

· Sewer lines over flowing has been set right as the portion beyond A-1/35 blocked by Metro has been cleaned. Now there should be no complaints from any pockets including Batak Wala Park pocket.

· Meeting with Sh. Haroon Yusuf (Minister for Power, Govt. of NCT, Delhi) has borne fruits and now all street lights are functional.

· All fancy lights in the parks are also functioning properly.

· The scheme for covering of leftover drains has been sanctioned and we hope the work will commence within next few months.
Further, we had a meeting with Sh. Raj Kumar Chauhan (Minister for Environment and Forest, Govt. of NCT, Delhi). We placed the problem of pruning and cutting of dangerous trees (Eucalyptus). He has agreed for pruning above 20’-0’’. We hope that soon action will be taken.
All the above have been possible with the help of Sh. Sanjay Puri (Area Councillor MCD) and we are very thankful to him.
