CIRCULAR NO. 10
Fellow Residents,

The security problem has been discussed at many forums. Lately many thefts of cars, chain snatching & house thefts have taken place in our block. None of the cases have been solved yet, in spite of police efforts. Though police have increased patrolling beat, all are aware it will not help much. No arrest/detection so far, will encourage the culprits and more incidents may occur in future also.

We surveyed the block along with police and security agencies and the following strategy to guard the area has been evolved. There are many gates but unless they are locked/manned, their existence is nil. The money spent by residents has gone waste.

The association has decided to take up the security measures at present for two squares & main block road on experimental basis for the block. As this block is very open and have many entries but during day time only four entries shall remain open and manned as mentioned below:

1. Near house number 93 & 94

2. Opp. Hari Mandir

3. Near house number 35

4. Near house number 235

At night only one entry shall be manned and the rest gates will be closed. Two security guards shall patrol the main block road i.e. one from A-1/1 to Hari Mandir & the other from 249 to 259. In addition, the following measures would be taken:
1. Stickers will be issued for all vehicles of residents in the block for local identification.

2. Number of any outside vehicles entering the block will be entered in the register being maintained at all manned gates.

3. I-cards will be issued to hawkers/kabbari walas etc. & entry will be restricted to fixed timings.

4. The guards shall be recruited through recognized security agencies & duly verified by police.
Therefore, we require 4 guards during day & 4 guards during night. Total 8 persons would be required. We would request each family (ration card unit or floor) to contribute initially Rs. 150/- per month as Rs. 20,000 (approx.) would be required to meet the expenses. 
We request whole hearted cooperation from all residents keeping in view the sensitivity of the issue. All residents to fill up the feedback form attached with this circular & return it to respective ward representatives. Your feedback is valuable to us and collectively we can achieve our core aim, i.e. welfare of all.
